Practice Changes 
Kennedy Pool will close for the winter on October 7th. The high schools will be using 
Marcus Pool until November 3rd. Carver Pool is inadequate for our numbers. The solution 
will be something new for the Heat. The Quechan Tribe has a 6 lane, 25 yard, heated pool 
(Rainbow Pool) on Picacho Road that they will rent us (for a fee far less than the city 
charged for the unheated Kennedy last October!). The Board of Directors voted Thursday 
night to rent the facility. This is a VERY nice complex and is less than two miles from 
the river. There will be a couple of minor time changes … they are listed below. This 
schedule will take effect Monday, October 9th. 
 
We will have a Rainbow Pool Kick-off - Pot Luck Lunch - Pool Party at Rainbow pool on 
Saturday, October 7th from 1-3 PM.
